E are very pleased to announce that this year will see the sixth edition of the Summer School of Calligraphy and Manuscript Illumination. From the 2nd to the 8th of July, and again from the  9th to the 15th  of July,  scribes and illuminators will gather in the centuries-old abbey in Hebdów, located within a bend of the river Vistula, north-east of Cracow in Poland.

Everyone who loves manuscripts, medieval art, calligraphy, manuscript illumination or any related arts used in making handwritten books, is invited to Hebdów, where we will turn the cool chambers of the former Norbertine monastery into a huge scriptorium. Members of the Polish Calligraphy Society will act as tutors for small groups of aspiring calligraphers and illuminators, beginners as well as advanced learners. Over a week participants will have the opportunity to take part in 30 hours of lectures, workshops and demonstrations, which will culminate in a final project. The first week will end with a vernissage on the 7th of July, and the climax of the Summer School will be the final exhibition on the 14th of July. 

Tutors and topics
Participants may follow one of three courses:

· Basic level, taught by Joanna Sztyrak: copperplate calligraphy, medieval styles, the basics  of manuscript illumination (Week 1 and 2);

· Basic and advanced level, taught by Franciszek Otto: letter design, new typefaces and fonts, decorative lettering (Week 1 and 2);

· Basic and advanced level, taught by Adam R. Kłodecki (Theosone) – from graffiti to tattoo design;  expressive calligraphy (Week 1 and 2);
· Basic and advanced level, taught by Guillaume Schaffhauser (FrakOne) – from traditional to modern Gothic lettering (Week 2).

· It is also possible to take part in the Summer School without staying at the abbey, or to bring along companions who are not participants. 
· The price does not include travel or additional costs such as afternoon excursions or the hire of sports equipment.
